	After each lesson

After each lesson review the key themes and terminology discussed that day. Consider how the information learnt in lesson can be applied to source evaluation and essay questions. Use the revision guides and resource on Google Classroom to ensure that you fully understand the content taught. Compare your notes to the specification in order to identify any gaps in your knowledge.


	Weekly

Create a timeline using the information you have been given so you understand the sequence of events. This timeline will be a good revision tool for the course overall. You may want to undertake wider reading and can use the following books from i11 and i12:

1. Italy: Liberalism and Fascism 1870-1945, Mark Robson
2. Stuart England 1603-1714, Barry Coward
3. The Causes of the English Civil War, Ann Hughes
4. Cold War: For Forty-five Years the World Held its Breath, Jeremy Isaacs, Taylor Downing
5. England in crisis 1640-60, David Sharp


	Fortnightly

You will be given exam style questions and essays fortnightly. Use the revision guide, as well as the supporting material on Google Classroom to produce a sufficiently analytical and thorough response. Examples are key so ensure that you can evidence your knowledge and understanding of the content. With source evaluation remember to consider the attribution, as well as place the source in the context of the year it was written. 


	Termly

Complete the mock papers and past paper placed on Google Classroom under timed conditions to test your knowledge without the support of the revision guides, develop your time management as well as your overall exam technique. Complete a summary revision mind map of the information you have learnt in each unit of study. These mind map will be a useful starting point for your revision. 


	Throughout the year
