	After each lesson

After each lesson, review and summarise the content, key themes and terminology discussed that day and consolidate your learning. Locate and read the relevant material in the revision booklet and the course specification (on Google Classroom) to ensure you understand the content of the lesson. After each lesson you should review your lesson notes and make a note of anything that you don’t understand so that you can ask about this in the next lesson.


	Weekly

Keep up to date on key ethical and moral developments in the news. There are always key issues and debates in the news that can be applied to your work and issues discussed in class. Keep up to date with coverage of religious festivals and practices. These can also be used as examples in essays. Useful websites:

Familiarise yourself with the marking bands and level descriptors to ensure you are confident in knowing and applying specific demands and criteria of an AO1 and AO2 question. 


	Termly

Complete the mock papers and past papers provided under timed conditions to test your knowledge without the support of the revision guides, develop your time management as well as your overall exam technique.
