Homonyms: Words that have the same spelling and pronunciation but different meanings
(such as: bat (the animal) and bat (sports equipment))

Homographs: Words that are sFeIt the same but may have different meanings and pronunciations
| (such as: tear (to rip) and tear (from crying))

Synonyms: Words with similar meanings (such as big and large or to begin and to start)
| Antonyms: Words with opposite meanings (such as hot and cold or happy and sad)
